I hope that vou will receive your CatiB0O printer by the time you

read this letter. The cut sheet feeder will come from another
lpcation, and may take a few more days.

My research on the laser printers is encouraging. I looked at the
H-F Laserjet I1IP, which is an excellent unit, but not very
compatible with the Cat. The Canon LBP-4, however, is an
excellent match, and sells in the San Diegeo area for $1099. You
may be able to find even lower prices. My Canon contacts may be
able to obtain one directly for you, but would not be able to
deliver until Januarvy.

I have enclosed some print samples from the LBP-4. I was only
able to get to the Courier font in my first tests, but I have some
ideas on getting the Cat to drive the Times Roman and Helvetica
fonts as well. This printer works at 4 pages per minute, rather
than the 8ppm of the more expensive models, but this speed is more
than adequate for individual workers. I am very pleased with the
printer, and may end up with one myself.

I hope this information is useful to you. 1 look forward to
getting everything running for you next week.
